Report of the Auditor General on the accounts of the Council for Information 
Technology for the year ended 31 December 2002 in terms of Section 
14(2)(c) of the Finance Act No.38 of 1971. 
 
The audit of accounts of the Council for Information Technology (CINTEC) 
for the year ended 31 December 2002 was carried out under my direction in 
pursuance of provisions in Article 154(1)  of the Constitution of the 
Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka read in conjunction with Section 
40(3) of the Science and Technology Development Act No.11 of 1994 and 
Section 13(1) of the Finance Act No.38 of 1971.   My observations which I 
consider should be published with the annual report of the Council in terms 
of Section 14(2)(c) of the Finance Act appear in this report.  A detailed report 
in terms of Section 13(7)(a) of the Finance Act will be furnished to the 
Chairman of the Council in due course. 
 
1:2 Scope of Audit  
 
Audit opinion, comments and findings in this report are based on a review of 
the financial statements presented to audit and substantive tests of samples of 
transactions.  The scope and the extent of such review and tests were such as 
to enable as wide an audit coverage as possible within the limitations of staff, 
other resources and time available to me.  The audit was carried out in 
accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards, methods and practices to 
obtain reasonable assurance as to whether the financial statements are free of 
material misstatements.  The audit included examination of evidence 
supporting the amounts and disclosures in financial statements, assessment of 
accounting principles and significant estimates and judgements made in the 
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preparation of financial statements, evaluation of their overall presentation 
and determining whether accounting policies adopted were appropriate, 
consistently applied and adequately disclosed.   Sub-sections (3) and (4) of 
the Section 13 of the Finance Act No.38 of 1971 give discretionary powers to 
the Auditor General to determine the scope and extent of the audit.  
 
2. Accounts  
 
2:1 Audit Opinion  
 
Except for the effects of the adjustments arising from the matters referred to 
in paragraph 2.3 of this report, I am of opinion, that the financial statements 
have been satisfactorily prepared to present fairly in all material respects, the 
financial position of the Council   as at 31 December 2002 and the results of 
its operations and cash flow for the year then ended in accordance with Sri 
Lanka Accounting Standards other than the Standards referred to in this 
report and stated accounting policies as set out in Notes 1 to 3 to the financial 
statements. 
 
2.2 Financial Results 
 
According to the accounts presented, the working of the Council for the year 
ended 31 December 2002 had resulted in a deficit of Rs.20,084,293 and the 
Government Grant  for recurrent expenditure amounting to Rs.14,010,000 
had reduced the above deficit to Rs.6,074,293.  The deficit for the preceding 
year was Rs.21,763,655 and the Government Grant for recurrent expenditure 
amounting to Rs.16,156,000 had reduced that deficit to Rs.5,607,655. 
 
2.3 Comments on Accounts 
 
2.3.1 Accounts Receivable 
 

(a) The Council had not taken action to recover long outstanding 
debts amounting to Rs.726,000. 
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(b) Action had not been taken to recover the balance of Rs.21,016 
receivable from a private firm in terms of Court order. 

 
2.3.2 Non –compliance with Laws, Rules, Regulations and Management 

Decisions 
 

Several provisions in the following Laws, Financial Regulations of 
the Government, Treasury Circulars and Public Administration 
Circulars which had not been complied with had been pointed out to 
the Chairman of the Council.

2.3.3 Transactions not Supported by Adequate Authority 

The following matters were observed. 
 
(a) Two officers of the Council had been granted fuel allowance 

of Rs.4,000 per month contrary to the provisions  in the Public 
Administration  Circular Nos.22/99 and 6/99. 

 
(b) Two Assistant Directors  of the Council had been paid 

additional monthly allowance of Rs.5,000 each for extra work 
without obtaining the approval of the Treasury. 
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(c) Sum of Rs.1,000 and Rs.500 per day for travelling had been 
paid to the Executive Officers and the Subordinate Officers 
respectively instead of paying the combined allowances. 

 
(d) A sum of Rs.208,500 had been paid as incentive payment out 

of the Consultation and Education Fund to the employees of 
the CINTEC at the end of the year under review contrary to 
the provisions in the Public Enterprises Circular No.95 of 14 
June 1994. 

 
3. Financial and Operating Review 
 
3.1 Most of the financial activities had been implemented without the 

participation of the Finance Division.  Therefore, the control over 
finance is being handled by the  Administrative Officers  instead of  
the Accountant. 

 
3.2 Uneconomic Transactions 
  

The following observations are made. 
 
(a) Action had not been taken to recover rent from a private 

company which continued to be occupied the Building at 
Clifford Avenue since 1997 upto the end of the year under 
review.  Further, electricity, water and security services are 
also provided by the Council without making any recovery for 
such services. 

 
(b) The following equipment and accessories brought from 

schools for repair had been stored at the Computer Assembly 
Unit without being repaired. Further, a sum of Rs.11.75 
million  to be utilized for these repairs had  remained idle in 
the Commercial Fund as at the end of the year under review.

(b) A sum of Rs.5,150 had been spent for printing of visiting 
cards for private use by two Assistant Directors.

CPUs, one Monitor, one Key Board and three Mouses used in 
the Computer Minibus which were missing.

The Council for Information Technology functioned as the government agency for 
promotion and development of Information Technology, under the Ministry for 
Economic Reform, Science & Technology during the year 2002. The Council functions 
were undertaken in accordance with provisions of Section III of the Science and 
Technology Development Act. No. 11 of 1994 in order to meet the objectives given 
below;  

  
(a) To formulate and plan programmes for the development of Information 

Technology in accordance with the Information Technology policy of the 
Government; 

 
(b) To co-ordinate and monitor the implementation of Information Technology 

plans and programmes including plans and programmes for- 
 

i. The promotion and development of Information Technology literacy and its 
usage; 

ii. The identification and promotion of export oriented Information 
Technology Services; 

iii. The promotion of the use of Information Technology for the collection, 
assessment and dissemination of information of socioeconomic and 
technological importance; 

iv. The development of the human resources necessary for the promotion of 
Information Technology, in consultation with the authorities responsible for 
education and training; 

v. The promotion of research and development in Information Technology; 
and 

vi. The identification and promotion of the use of national standards and 
common base philosophies in the Information Technology Industry; and

Work Programmes and Achievements 
 
During the year 2002, the Council for Information Technology (CINTEC) continued to 
facilitate the promotion and development of Information and Communications 
Technologies (ICT) targeted for achieving National Development, through the effective 
use and adoption of opportunities offered by ICT. The activities undertaken by the 
Council towards this facilitation, were in the following areas. 
  

1. Assisting with the development of the National ICT Policy and a Road Map for 
direction of ICT in key sectors of economic development. 

 
2. Coordination of Bi Lateral Cooperation efforts in ICT Development. 

 
3. Promotion and facilitation of effective deployment and use of ICT in Public 

Sector institutions. 
 

4. Promotion of Awareness, Education and Training in ICT 
 

5. Promotion and Development of Internet and Internet based technologies and 
services and   Value Added ICT Network services. 
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1. Assisting with development of the National ICT Policy and a Road Map for 

direction of ICT in key sectors of economic development. 
 
CINTEC assisted and coordinated the activities connected with efforts of the 
Ministry for Economic Reform, Science and Technology in formulating the 
National ICT Policy and for obtaining international expertise in the chartering of 
the Road Map for the ICT development programmes. 
 
Accordingly, CINTEC coordinated the functioning of the National ICT Steering 
Committee of the Ministry for Economic Reform, Science and Technology and 
study visits by Consultant teams fielded by the World Bank in May and 
September 2002. The studies carried out by the World Bank team which visited 
Sri Lanka in May 2002 were focused on the identification of the overall strategic 
path for the wide and expeditious spread of benefits of ICT to all cross sectors of 
the national economy and society in respect of the ICT Road Map. The World 
Bank team which visited in September 2002, reviewed the telecommunications 
infrastructure facilities.  
 
The work relating to the publication of the Roadmap for ICT Development and 
Launch of the e-Sri Lanka programme by the Hon. Prime Minister on 20th 
November, 2002 was facilitated by CINTEC. In this regard, CINTEC was 
responsible for finalizing the ICT Roadmap Document, reproduction of the 
document, design, implementation and updating of the www.esrilanka.lk 
website, media publicity for e-Sri Lanka and attending to all follow-up matters 
connected with the e-Sri Lanka. The vacancies in the ICT Agency to be set up to 
spearhead the e-Sri Lanka Programme were advertised by CINTEC in December, 
2002.         

 
2. Coordination of Bi Lateral Cooperation efforts in ICT Development 
 

CINTEC facilitated an Inter Governmental Cooperation Programme entered 
into between the Government of Sri Lanka and Government of Malaysia in 
terms of the MOU entered into between the two governments during the visit of 
the Hon. Minister for Economic Reform, Science and Technology to Malaysia 
in May 2002.  
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In pursuance of the MOU, the Malaysian Government fielded a high level team 
of Government Officials and Investors to visit Colombo in August 2002 and 
CINTEC facilitated the teams deliberations with relevant national institutions 
having overall responsibility for the implementation of identified ICT lead 
projects aimed to provide government to citizen services at affordable costs, on 
timely and accurate basis. 
 
The requirements to be entered into a Memorandum of Understanding on 
Information and Communications Technology Cooperation with the 
Government of India were studied.   
 
 

3. Promotion and facilitation of effective deployment and use of ICT in Public 
Sector Institutions 
 

3.1 eGovernance facilitation 

 
In accordance with provisions available in the Consultancy Assistance of the 
Swedish International Development Agency (SIDA) to the Ministry for 
Economic Reform, Science and Technology the CINTEC facilitated the 
following activities, under the SIDA assistance  
 

I. A study undertaken by a two member SIDA study team in Sri Lanka in May/ 
June 2002 for SIDA assistance in eGovernment. 
 

II. A study visit by an eleven (11) member Sri Lanka delegation of government and 
ICT experts to Sweden and Estonia in September, 2002. The study teams studies 
placed emphasis on Swedish and Estonian government eGovernment applications 
in relation to their service delivery to citizens. 
 

III. A study visit by a SIDA Consultant to further scope the Swedish Assistance 
programme, was facilitated by CINTEC in October. 
 

IV.  CINTEC also coordinated the participation of government officials and members  
of the ICT Steering Committee of the Ministry for Economic Reform, Science 
and Technology at a programme conducted by the American Information 
Resource Centre in Colombo on eGovernance in USA held in September, 2002.  
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V. A 2nd Study Tour by a team of ten (10) senior officials of Ministries and 
Government Departments, to Sweden was facilitated by CINTEC in December,

 4.0 Promotion of Awareness, Education and Training in ICT 
 

The following programmes were performed by CINTEC in regard to the 
promotion of awareness, education and training in ICT 

 
4.1 100 Day Work Programme  

 
CINTEC facilitated skills upgrade of 103 Officials of Ministries and institutions 
under  their purview on the subject areas of ICT Trends and Concepts and ICT 
Project Implementation Management. These programmes were conducted 
through the Sri Lanka Institute for Information Technology (SLIIT) and the 
Institute of Computer Technology, University of Colombo. 

 
The CINTEC Committee on Law and Computers conducted a training course on 
Computer Crimes for the Sri Lanka Police. Over 25 Senior most Police Officials 
and 40 Officers from divisional Police Stations were the beneficiaries of this 
training programme which was intended to equip the Police Officers to respond 
to corporate/ public representations. 
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4.2  The National Examination in Information and Communications 
Technologies (NEICT) 

 
CINTEC continued to facilitate the conducting of the NEICT, National Diploma 
and National Advanced Diploma levels of the NEICT in terms of the 
Collaboration with the Department of Electronics Accreditation of Computer 
Courses (DOEACC) Society, India. The examinations of January and July were 
taken by a total of 189 students; 163 (National Diploma) and 26 (National 
Advanced Diploma). 

 
4.3  The International Olympiad in Informatics (IOI2002) 

 
CINTEC selected, trained and sponsored the participation of a four (04) member 
team of School Students to the annual International Olympiad in Informatics 
(IOI2002) held in South Korea in September, 2002. The team won Two (02) 
Bronze medals. The total tally of medals won by Sri Lankan teams since 1992 is 
two (02) Gold, four (04) Silver and nine (09) Bronze. 

 
4.4  Sri Lanka National Informatics Olympiad (SLNIO) 

 
The competition was conducted for the 5th consecutive year. An advertisement 
was made through the Department of Examinations inviting school children 
below 19 years and a preliminary selection tests carried out for 2134 students, in 
08 centers located in Anuradhapura, Colombo, Galle, Kurunegala, Pilimatalawa, 
Ratnapura and Matara. 147 students who attained the minimum pass mark are 
being provided training in algorithm development and computer programming 
through the Open University at the University Centres in proximity to their areas 
of residence.    

 
 

4.5 Presentation of Awards for SLNIO2001 participants, IOI National Team 
and NEICT students 

    
The ceremony for award of certificates and trophies to SLNIO2001 participants, 
the IOI National team and award of certificates to NEICT candidates at the 
examinations held in year 2002 was held on 26th November, 2002. Hon. Milinda 
Moragoda, Minister for Economic Reform, Science and Technology was the 
Chief Guest at the ceremony.  
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4.6 Professional Development Programmes of the Centre for International 

Cooperation in Computerisation (CICC), Japan 
 

CINTEC functioned as the focal point for CICC in Sri Lanka and advertised their 
courses, selected and nominated suitably qualified applicants for CICC 
consideration. 
 

 4.7 Training Course in Visual Basic Programing 
 

The training courses in Visual Basic were conducted by CINTEC at the                
four training centers in Colombo,Gampaha, Ambalangoda and Kalutara and 101 
students passed out from these centers.
