In order to ensure the efficient and optimal use of resources in public investment, it is essential
to pay special attention to achieve the desired results from the development projects and
programmes implemented throughout the island within the agreed cost and time frame in public
financial management. Furthermore, through a proper management and monitoring process, it
is possible to report the progress of projects and programs to the relevant parties as well as take
rational and informed decisions regarding the removal of obstacles and issues arising during
the implementation of projects. In order to achieve this main objective, the Department of
Project Management and Monitoring provides supervision, consultation and facilitation related
to the smooth implementation of projects within a specified time frame.

The Department of Project Management and Monitoring also provides necessary facilities for
popularization and implementation of the national evaluation policy framework of the public
sector, as well as to carry out project evaluations based on the requests made by various parties
and thereby provide recommendations for the planning process in order to create a suitable
environment for the country's development and ensure sustainability of those interventions.
Project evaluations provide actionable inputs to improve planning of development
programmes, financing, monitoring and management of development interventions. Hence,
evidence-based evaluations provide necessary inputs to improve the efficiency and
effectiveness of development projects and programs, draw lessons learned from past
experiences, and to systematically plan future projects by avoiding mistakes in the past.

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Chapter 02 — Progress and the Future Outlook

2.1 Monitoring and Reporting of Development Projects and Programmes

As per the provisions of the Public Financial Management Act No. 44 of 2024 (PFMA), Department of
Project Management and Monitoring (DPMM) is responsible for monitoring all the ongoing mega-scale
foreign funded and local funded projects monthly to ensure that all public investments be delivered on
time within the approved budgetary allocation, and in accordance with the guidelines issued by the
Secretary to the Treasury. Progress of the projects is submitted quarterly to the Cabinet of Ministers for
information and to get instructions and policy decisions on project implementation.

Accordingly, as stipulated in PFMA, DPMM is responsible for issuing instructions, guidance and
respective reporting formats for the use of project implementing agencies/ project management units/
project implementation units in-order to provide necessary instructions and guidelines regarding
monitoring and reporting of project implementation progress.

It was also challenging for the DPMM to monitor development projects in the year 2024 due
to the temporary suspension of disbursement by the various funding agencies until the debt
restructuring is finalized. In order to overcome the said issue, and to provide the expected
benefits to the people in a timely manner from the consolidated fund as well as from the
earnings of public institutions have been utilized strategically. Accordingly, progress of
implementation of the projects had been monitored monthly and quarterly. Projects are
categorized under different color codes based on the implementation status/ progress of the
performance of the project. In that regard, time management, cost management and the level
of risk/ issue management were considered. Department was able to submit fourth quarter
progress reports of year 2023 and first, second, third quarter progress reports of year 2024 to
the Cabinet of Ministers with recommendations-

In 2024, 226 large and mega scale development projects have been implemented under various
Line Ministries utilizing foreign and domestic financial resources. These 226 projects were
implemented by different Ministries and implementation progress of projects was collected
from those Ministries monthly. Out of these large and mega scale projects, 120 projects were
financed by domestic funds and 106 projects financed by foreign funds.

DPMM has observed that, amidst the shortage of finance and raw materials, which negatively
affected the performance of large-scale development projects, only 23 projects, out of 110
projects that scheduled to be completed by the end of the fourth quarter of 2024 were able to
generate final project results. Further, it was reported that, 02 mega scale projects were
suspended at the end of the year due to performance issues.

A special attention should be paid to resolving existing issues in some of the projects identified
during the progress review process. Therefore, the monthly and quarterly reports provided by
the line ministries and the project performance meetings with the stakeholders alone are not
sufficient to ascertain the true status of the projects, and therefore, observations made through
field visits are very important.

The series of progress review meetings were held by the Department in 2024 with the officials
of line ministries to discuss most vulnerable large & mega scale projects identified from
reviewing quarterly progress reports and enabling to facilitate their smooth operation by
resolving the existing issues. Further, this department was provided necessary facilities through
the National Operations Room to resolve issues that cannot be resolved at the departmental
level.

2.2 Field Monitoring

This department prepares field inspection plan at the beginning of each year under each sector.
However, despite the situation of capital funds flow in the year 2024 aimed at meeting the basic
needs of the people and having to be used for recurring expenses, as well as in the midst of
obstacles caused by the increase in transportation costs caused by the rapid increase in fuel
prices due to the economic inflation in the country, among the 79 field inspections targeted for
that year, critical projects covering all sectors 41 projects were observed by related field
monitoring inspections and the department carried out a special task to solve the problems of
the development projects according to the field observations, reports and the data collected.

participation of line ministry officials, project directors, contractors, development stakeholders
and representatives of other departments of the Ministry of Finance. In addition, the officers of
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the department also participated in the meetings and discussions related to development
projects conducted by other institutions.

Furthermore, a series of special meetings were organized by this department and in cases where
participation in the meetings was problematic due to transportation difficulties, the relevant
parties were also made to participate through the online system.

It has been observed that, there is a need of establishing a stable system to make strategic
decisions and respond quickly to solving the problems that have arisen, as there are some cases
where the expected results of some large-scale development projects cannot be achieved even
within the period of extension of time. Accordingly, as functioned in year 2023, 11 membered
National Operation Room (NOR) Committee which had been established as per the decision
taken at the meeting of Cabinet of Ministers held on 05.12.2022 was in operation to deal with
the issues pertaining to project implementation. In the year 2024 also, the role of Re-
strategizing and Acceleration of Mega Projects (RAMP) Committee established by the Cabinet
of Ministers meeting held on 05.09.2022 has also been carried out by the aforesaid National
Operations Room Committee.

In the year 2024, 27 sessions of National Operations Room meetings were held and 106
different projects implemented under 17 line ministries were reviewed with the participation
of relevant officials. The progress of the implementation of the committee's interventions and
decisions given is given below.

In order to prevent problems and delays in development programs/projects implemented on
public investment and to ensure that the expected benefits from those projects are generated to
the public in a timely manner, a Cabinet Memorandum No. 24/2159/804/02 titled "Progress of
Large-Scale Development Projects by the End of the Third Quarter of 2024", has submitted by
the Minister of Finance, Planning and Economic Development on 07" December 2024 to hold
Quarterly based Integrated Progress Review Meetings (IPRM) on the programs/projects
implemented by each Line Ministry under the Co-Chairmanship of the Secretary of the relevant
Line Ministry and the Director General of the Project Management and Monitoring and with
the participation of officers of the relevant Line Ministry and the Treasury Departments.

As per the provisions of the Public Financial Management Act No. 44 of 2024 (PFMA), each
public entity should ensure that all public investments, including public-private partnership
projects be delivered on time within the approved budgetary allocation, and in accordance with
the guidelines issued by the Secretary to the Treasury. Accordingly, the Public Investment
Monitoring and Evaluation Committee (PIMEC) has been appointed by the Cabinet of
Ministers to continue to facilitate inter-ministerial/agency coordination for resolving project
implementation with a strong legal background. As such, the role of Official Committee of
National Operations Room (NOR) will be replaced by PIMEC.

2.4 Facilitation of development partners
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The task of a facilitator of development stakeholders in the implementation of development
projects through the annual review process with development stakeholders in order to confirm
the timely achievement of the desired development results through the acceleration of projects
is another key element in the annual program of this department.

Accordingly, portfolio progress reviews meetings were conducted on 29 projects supported by
the Asian Development Bank/ World Bank in the year 2024.-It has contributed to an effective
project management by bringing the challenging issues of the projects to the attention of the
relevant authorities.

2.5 Progress of implementation of National Evaluation Policy
Implementation Framework (NEPIF)

The guidelines, standards, evaluation ethics, institutional structures, evaluation agendas,
methods and strategic approaches required for the implementation of the national evaluation
policy that have been announced and the framework for the implementation of the national
evaluation policy have been drafted in three languages and officially launched on 8" September
2023 headed by His Excellency the President.

In order to institutionalize the process of project and program evaluation in the public sector,
officials involved in project planning, monitoring and financial management should be
provided sufficient knowledge on the subject of this evaluation.

In order to meet this need, the Department of Project Management and Monitoring was-has
started to conducted a series of Training of Trainers (TOT) programs and awareness on
evaluation programs covering all provinces of the island in 2023 and continued in 2024 to
expand the knowledge of evaluation among qualified officials as the initial step to bring public
sector evaluation into the mainstream.

In the year 2024, this Department has conducted two pilot evaluations. First one is “Housing
Project for the Families Affected by Landslide and People Residing in High Risk Areas in
Kegalle District”. In order to complete the evaluation process10 Key Informant Interviews
(KIIs) were conducted with government officials and 2 KlIs were conducted with non-
beneficiaries. Four focus group discussions were conducted with beneficiary group. In the
questionnaire survey, total number of samples selected for the questionnaire survey was 173
beneficiaries from Owner-driven construction approach. The evaluation also selected 35
beneficiaries from Donor-driven construction approach as a comparison group. The
questionnaire survey with 175 beneficiaries of owner-driven construction approach and 43
beneficiaries of donor-driven construction approach was administered in 7 Grama Niladari
Divisions.

Second pilot evaluation was done on “Local Government Enhancement Sector Project”.
For this evaluation also Key Informant Interviews (KIIs) were conducted with officials from

Ministry of Public Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils and Local Government,
representatives from resp. Four (04) Focus Group Discussions (FGDs) were carried out with
key stakeholders to obtain their views/suggestions/inputs. For the Questionnaire survey,
sample consisted of 272 households distributed in four Divisional Secretariat divisions had
been selected. An additional 54 households from non-beneficiaries were also selected as the
control group.

In the year 2024, this department has initiated an evaluation on “Dakshina Poshana Suraksha
Programme for Ensuring Food Security and Nutrition in Southern Province” as per the request
made by Southern Provincial Council. However, it could not be completed as targeted due to
the Presidential election and Parliamentary election conducted in the latter part of 2024. As
done in previously mentioned two pilot projects, Key Informant Interviews (KIIs) were
conducted with officials from Southern Province Chief Ministry, District Planning Secretariat
of Galle, Southern Provincial Ministry of Health, Southern Provincial Ministry of Education,
Ministry of Provincial Council and Local Government, Southern Provincial Department of
Fisheries and Animal Production, National Aquaculture Development Authority, Southern
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Provincial Ministry of Sports and Rural Development, Southern Provincial Ministry of
Agriculture, Divisional Secretariats of Galle/ Matara & Hmabanthota, Galle Regional
Directorate of Health service, MOH office of Akmeemana. Focus Group Discussions (FGDs)
were carried out with key stakeholders to obtain their views/suggestions/inputs. For the
Questionnaire survey, sample consisted of 474 beneficiaries in Divisional Secretariat divisions
in Galle district, Matara district and Hambanthota district for all the components of the
programme (Dray rations distribution for pregnant mothers with low BMI/ Dry rations
distribution for malnutritional children under age of 5 years/ Home Garden/ Backyard Poultry/
Distribution of fish fingerings had been selected.

2.6 Development of Organizational and Inter-Agency Results Frameworks (ORF)
for Line Ministries

As per the directive given by the Cabinet of Ministers’ DPMM had been actively involved in
developing Ministerial Results Frameworks (MRFs) across all 25 Line Ministries which aimed
to enhance the effectiveness, transparency and accountability of public sector programs by
systematically aligning planning, implementation, monitoring and evaluation process with
clearly defined outcomes to ensure that its activities are focused on achieving measurable
results, enabling data-driven decision making, optimizing resource allocation, and ultimately
realizing sustainable development that meet the needs of the citizens.

PMMD, facilitated by a Consultant from the Asian Development Bank, conducted
brainstorming sessions for Line Ministry officials including Secretary regarding the conceptual
background of the MRF and it’s benefits for institutions. Afterwords, a selected group of
officials from each Ministry, including officer-in-charge of preparing the MRFs, were given
access to clinic facilities to address any uncertainties regarding establishment of vision,
mission, accountability, responsibilities as defined in the gazette functions, setting measurable
targets and milestones as well as determining means of verification.

The drafted MRFs had been gone through an average of 03 rounds of discussions with both
Line Ministry and PMMD officials. Accordingly, following 10 MRFs had been approved by
the Cabinet of Ministers on 13.05.2024.
