Preamble

The Zero-Based Budgeting (ZBB) concept was introduced to systematically review the
budgetary allocations of the Ministries with the aim of strengthening the fiscal consolidation
and economic recovery. Accordingly, 10 Public Expenditure Review Committees (PERC)
were established with the approval of the Cabinet of Ministers by including public and
private sector experts to rationalize the government expenditure of the Ministries in the
sectors of Transport and Highways, Urban Development and Housing, Public
Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils and Local Government, Agriculture,
Irrigation, Plantations, Education, Health, Defense and Public Security.

Having deliberations by the committees and with the relevant officials, 07 committees have
submitted their reports indicating short, medium, and long-term recommendations to be
implemented by each Ministry. The Cabinet of Ministers has approved implementing such
recommendations by the Secretary of the relevant Ministry in consultation with the Director
General, Department of National Planning.

The key common recommendations made by the Committees are given below.

a) Conducting activities relates to core functions of the Ministry and gradually assigning
the irrelevant tasks to appropriate institutions.

b) Implementing development programs and projects by departments and institutions
under the coordination of the Ministry.

c) Resource sharing within and among the institutions

d) Consulting relevant government entities and reach agreements prior to the
commencement of activities of development projects.

e) Conduct independent monitoring and evaluations of outcomes and performances of
at least on mega-projects and take necessary corrective actions.

f) Merge entities/divisions that perform similar activities.

g) Reviewing all subsidy programs for their feasibility and reorganizing essential
beneficiaries to work together with the Welfare Benefits Board.

h) Conduct institution level self-cadre review to deploy staff only for the core functions
of the concerned institution and abolish positions which the functionality could be
replaced or duplicated and no longer required.

i) Update the delivery charges of the government services.

This report summarizes the recommendations of 7 Ministries that have been received and
submitted for the guidance and support of the Hon Members of Parliament in implementing

the recommendations. Detailed reports can be viewed through the QR codes in Annexure II.

The reports are prepared in all 3 languages.
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1. Ministry of Transport and Highways

i. The Ministry of Transport and Highways to focus on providing policy guidance &
leadership for the transport and road sectors, as indicated in no. 1 under 4.1 of page 4 of
the report, to establish an efficient and quality public transportation system in the
country.

ii. Encourage private investments directly or as Public Private Partnerships (PPP) for
developments in the transport and road sectors.

iii. Considering the current economic context, review the on-going projects for re-scope/
de-scope and the project implementation be made based on the priority order as per the
Annexure iv and v of the report (Page 21-26 of the report).

iv. Road Development Authority (RDA) should prepare the action plan for Road
maintenance with prioritized activities while considering the low cost & sustainability
mechanisms.

v. Ensure road safety by imposing standards etc.

vi. The Ministry should prepare a strategy paper to establish “Green Transportation
System” for reduction of fossil fuel usage.

vii. The government institutions in the road sector should strictly confine to the statutory
functions/ mandates assigned to them through various Acts, Gazettes or any other legal
documents.

Ex: Road Development Authority to carry out activities of expressways and A & B class
roads while provincial and local authorities to carry out activities of provincial roads
and rural roads respectively.

viii. Establish integrated decision making & planning approach as indicated in no. 9 at page
7 of the report.

ix. Bus Transportation
— An Action plan with a timeline should be prepared by the Ministry for modernization
of public transportation while considering all the previous initiatives taken so far.
— Sri Lanka Transport Board (SLTB) to enhance non-fare revenue/maintain its Bus Fleet
(no. 18 in page 9 of the report).
— Review all bus transport related subsidy programs (no. 19 in page 10 of the report).

x. Railway Transportation
— Restructure the Department of Railway to function as a commercially viable entity as
indicated under no. 17 in page 9 of the report.

xi. The budgetary allocations to be distributed in different sub sectors during the
forthcoming years as indicated in the table under no. 20 in page 10 of the report.

xii. Mobility related database should be established by the Road Development Authority.

xiii. Prepare and implement a comprehensive strategy in consultation with all the
stakeholders by the Ministry of Transport and Highways to develop the logistic
industry.

xiv. The Ministry to take actions to implement the reforms mentioned under no.4.3 of page
11 of the report.

It is not necessary for the government to consider large-scale investments in the urban
development and housing sector and the respective government institutions should
internally review and revitalize their activities.

The Ministry and its institutions should focus on policy formulation and regulation by
allowing the private sector to provide construction services.

Strengthen the regulatory functions of Urban Development Authority (UDA),
Condominium Management Authority (CMA) and Construction Industry
Development Authority (CIDA).

Review/wind-up/restructure the institutions under the Ministry or re-establish
functions under appropriate Ministries.

a) Restructure State Engineering Corporation (SEC).

b) Winding-up National Equipment and Machinery Organization.

¢) Winding-up or restructuring Building Materials Corporation Ltd. (BMC).

d) Winding-up Urban Settlement Development Authority (USDA) or designating
it as a Unit of UDA.

e) Assign the Marine Environment Protection Authority and Department of Coast
Conservation and Coastal Resources Management under more appropriate
Ministries.

f) Since the activities of demining are not within the scope of the Ministry, it could
be implemented under the respective line Ministry.

Explore the possibility of operating the Galkulama Training Centre, Construction
Equipment Training Centre and Centre for Housing, Planning & Building under the
Public-Private Partnership (PPP) model.

Divestment of business entities coming under the Ministry, specially, Hotel Developers
(Lanka) Ltd. and Ocean View Development (Pvt) Ltd.

Review the mandates and operational activities of the Department of Government
Factory and Department of Buildings considering the current trends in the construction
industry.

Planning, Monitoring and Updating the National and Regional Physical Plans and their
reviews by the National Physical Planning Department.

The Urban Regeneration Program is to be implemented as Public-Private Partnership
project in order to encourage the private sector investors to competitively bid for such
projects.

It is suggested to explore the possibility of transferring project management to relevant
implementing agencies or implement the projects by Ministry staff or continue with a
reduced PMU staff.

Since the government bears a high cost to implement urban solid waste management
and sewage projects, the initial costs of these projects could be covered by awarding
operational and maintenance activities to the private sector.

Settling the bills in hand of the completed sub projects under the “Siyak Nagara
Programme” and to complete only sub projects which are difficult to be terminated with
high physical progress, in a de-scoped manner, if possible.



xiii. Rationalize the vehicle fleet to match with real requirements of the Ministry and also
explore the possibility of reducing fuel expenditure by releasing unnecessary vehicles.

xiv. Since in some instances, sub-projects are implemented without giving priority for
achieving the prime objectives of the main project, use the projects ranking criteria given
in the table at page 08 to correct it.

3. Ministry of Public Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils
and Local Government

01: Inefficiencies in the Public Sector due to the excess staff in certain categories/
institutions while shortages in others.

i. Recruitments should be done in absolute necessity through competitive exams and
merit order after a carder review and avoid mass recruitments.

ii. Recruit existing Development Officers internally to essential cadre positions.
iii. Services which are deemed to be duplications should be made dying services.
02: Reduce high demand among the graduates for the public employment

i. Guide undergraduates towards entrepreneurship by providing skills and
concessionary loans.

ii. Graduates with the skills of ICT, project management, critical thinking etc. to be
recruited to the government sector

03: Expedite e-Grama Niladhari (e-GN) Project

i. The gradual roll out of e-GN project should be done after completing the process in
Divisional Secretariat Divisions in Kalutara District with existing resources and
collaborate with universities to use the undergraduates as numerators.

ii. A sustainability plan should be in place and maintenance could be outsourced.
04: Strengthen the Department of Registrar General in Delivery of Services

i. Introduce cost reflective pricing mechanism, digitalized service delivery and a plan
for modernization with improved ICT human resource capacity.

ii. The valuation of the Government Chief Valuer should be made compulsory for land
registration.

05: Avoid allocation of funds to the National Ministries for devolved subjects

i. Allocate sufficient provisions to the Provincial Councils (PCs) for devolved subjects
on sectoral basis while not assigning and not providing budgetary provisions to the
National Ministries for the devolved subjects.

ii. The number of National Ministries should be reduced and fixed constitutionally with
defined subjects shedding devolved subjects.

iii. National Ministries should apply formulae similar to that used by the Finance
Commission (FC) when providing allocation for concurrent subjects, in coordination
with the FC and PCs.

iv. Finance Commission should share the annual plans of the PCs and vice versa.



v. Allocate provisions for relevant foreign funded projects of devolved subjects under
the Heads of respective PCs in the Budget Estimates.

06: Revenue sources available for the Provincial Councils

i. Review provincial revenue sources to ensure the PCs generate sufficient revenue

ii. Consider Provincial Revenue Service as a dying service since the workload is lesser
and those could be covered by the existing provincial council employees.

07: Strengthen the monitoring mechanism of Provincial Councils

i. Establish sound monitoring, oversight and reporting mechanisms at Local, Provincial
and National Level, facilitated by the Finance Commission

ii. Issue common guidelines by the Presidential Secretariat to Governors of the Provinces
on matters with long term financial implications such as recruitments and allowances.

08: Avoid delays due to channeling the imprest through the Ministry assigned with the
subject of Provincial Councils

i. Provide imprest for recurrent allocation directly to the Provincial Councils

09: Rationalize the funding of Central Government to Local Government Authorities
(LGAs)

i. Review the financial position of the LGAs for making them self-sustainable.

ii. Amend the Acts to revise rates on regular intervals and strengthen the Government
Valuation Department to expedite the valuation process.

iii. Strengthen automation and introduce online payment methods in LGAs

iv. The Central Government should gradually stop funding for LGAs. As a first step,
remove all the Municipal Councils from government funding and Urban Councils
gradually within five years. The remaining LGAs will be curtailed with lesser funding
from the government case by case.

v. Pool and share human resources to meet the shortages at the LGAs from excess human
resources available in the Central Government Institutions.

vi. Strengthen the oversight on the fund utilization of the LGAs.

10: Overcome the burden of Pension bill and delays in Gratuity payment

i. Implement a contributory pension scheme with no gratuity payment and establish a
pension fund as soon as possible.

ii. Until then, establish a Widow/er’s & Orphan’s Pensions fund as an independent
fund, using the current deductions of the salary of the Government officials.

iii. Employees recruited on a temporary basis should not be given pension rights. Instead,
they could come under the Public Service Provident Fund.

11: Avoid duplications of the payment of Service Compensation for Death & Injured
Soldiers through Tri Forces and the Police using the provision provided to the Pensions
Department

i. Maintain a database using the National Identity Card Number as the basis for
identification and the payment should be brought under the mechanism of the
Department of Pensions.



12: Reduce considerably high rental expenditure of the government offices and ensure
optimal usage of underutilized public buildings

i. Conduct a space audit of public buildings and relocate the public institutions located
in private properties to public buildings.

ii. Pool and share resources among government institutions.

iii. Explore and establish Public Private Partnerships (PPP) to develop or lease public
properties and divest the loss-making underutilized properties.

iv. Construct commercial ventures as Public Private Partnerships with adequate
residential facilities for public servants in the underutilized government lands.

v. Stop construction of circuit bungalows and holiday homes by the Government
entities.

13: High fuel and fleet maintenance cost

i. Encourage transport allowance for entitled government officers instead of providing
assigned vehicles.

ii. Rationalize the transport allowances given to officers in different services and also the
public servants should not be assigned with more than one vehicle.

iii. Fix GPS tracking system for public sector vehicles.
14: Reduce Public sector electricity consumption

i. Introduce alternatives for the electricity generation like solar panels with private
sector involvement.

15: Manage the affairs of the Members of Parliament by a single agency
i. Parliament should manage the affairs of the Members of Parliament.
16: Several institutions deal the Subject of Official Languages

i. Review the functions of the institutions such as Official Languages Division of the
Ministry, Department of Official Languages, Official Languages Commission and the
National Institute of Language Education and Training and scope & roles should be
defined and restructured.

4. Ministry of Agriculture

i. Propose to revise the existing mission statement as follows to align with strategic areas
aimed at enhancing productivity, vibrancy, and resilience in the agricultural sector,
considering that the current mission statement emphasis on export agriculture that is
not mandatory for the Ministry.

“Our mission is to facilitate a sustainable, diverse, and resilient agricultural sector,
modernizing agricultural practices, fostering innovation, ensuring equitable distribution of
resources, prioritizing farmer empowerment while conserving natural resources.”

ii. Revisit the draft national agriculture policy, currently awaiting for approval, as it lacks
provisions for livestock and dairy. In addition, prioritize the policy aligning with
strategies that encompass other related sectors.

Enhance the research-extension linkage by establishing a readily accessible and
regularly updated digital research repository encompassing diverse agricultural
disciplines. This resource is intended for use by all stakeholders. Furthermore, conduct
an annual analysis of contributions of research findings to the development of the
agriculture sector to identify the necessary budget allocations from the National
Budget.

Consolidate dispersed extension services into a single entity to establish a clear line of
command from the Central government to the Provincial setup.
